He is also committed to helping translate scientific 
discovery into clinical practice and has been instrumental in facilitating a 
number of translational ideas into clinical trials. He is also a renowned 
musician with several albums of which his favourite is ‘Take a Deep 
Breath’. He says his best way to relax is writing songs on his baby grand 
piano, in his house looking out over Belfast Lough. Members will be able 
not just to hear Joe speak, but also sing and play a baby grand brought 
into Maggie¹s for the evening.
